There are 4,988 schools in Guntur District , with 3,310 managed by Govt, 1,321 managed by Private Un aided, 357 Private – Aided managements as per Child Info 2018-19. Among the 6,83,852 enrolled in Guntur Schools,  49.44% are in Govt. Schools & Aided schools, 50.56% are private un-aided schoolsThere are altogether 25,995 teachers with 14,798 in Govt. Schools, 10,057 are in Pvt. Schools including madrasas,  1,140 in Private Aided School .
